ALLOTMENT OF NUMBERS TO EMERs ON TELECOMMUNICATIONS

1. All EMERs published in section A (except those numbered 420 to 439 and
sub-numbered 1 onwards, which relate to specific equipments), contain general information
common to telecommunications equipments of all types or to a number of different equip-
ments.

2. In the remaining sections the first 100 numbers of each section are reserved for
EMERs containing general information common to the equipments covered in that section
(see Gen A 021). The last 100 numbers in each section are reserved for local instructions
on equipments for which no main EMERs have been produced. In the remainder of each
section a block of ten numbers is allotted to each separate equipment or group of closely
related equipments.

3. In any such block of ten numbers (including those referred to in para 1) the last
digit (in the case of sub-numbered EMERs the digit immediately preceding the oblique
stroke) indicates the nature of the contents as follows:—
